IT’S CRIMINAL: A TIME FOR CRIME
Do you keep your 
cell phone safe from 
fraudsters? Anyone 
can get your number 
using an auto dialer, 
which is a computer 
program that will 
randomly run 
numbers very quickly 
and dial them until 
they reach a person 
who will speak with 
them and listen to 
their particular con. 
Here are just a few:

“Your computer has been frozen by a virus 
and you must pay us to unlock it.”

“The IRS is about to issue a warrant for your 
arrest, but if you send us some money, we 
can stop it.”

“We’ve kidnapped your child/husband/wife 
(pick one) and will hurt them unless you 
send us money.”

“Your car warranty has expired but for a few 
dollars sent to us we will renew it for you.”

“You have won a free cell phone, just give us 
your debit card number to pay the shipping.”

Although these things look silly on paper, 
they seem very real when the calls come in. 
One way to be sure you don’t fall for these 
calls is to only answer calls from numbers you 
know. If a call is genuine and they don’t reach 
you right away, they will leave a message. But 
when it’s a scam they generally won’t leave 
a message. Additionally, when you get a call 
from a scammer, block the number. These 
practices, combined with a little common 
sense and a healthy dose of suspicion, will 
minimize your risk.
